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	Lastly, this June at its Annual Meeting in Cincinnati, NCARB voted resoundingly 45-6 to allow portions of the ARE to be taken concurrent with IDP.  Congratulations and thank you!  This goes a long way towards inviting the next generation fully into our profession without sacrificing the public’s health safety and welfare.  Now the various state Boards across the country will establish the requirements for their own jurisdictions.  Texas, Alabama and 7 other jurisdictions allow non-sequential taking of the ARE already and many others’ reviews are in process.

The world is waking up to the challenge of sustainability, and the opportunity for architects is great. The national AIA Committee on the Environment has been active since the early 1990s. Today, a five-member advisory group works with dozens of volunteers, six regional team leaders, and 50 state and local COTE chapters all over the country. The means and projects are many on a journey toward sustainability. 


Top Ten Green Projects, Top Ten Measures & Performance Metrics of Sustainable Design: Top Ten is our acclaimed recognition program that is held annually. We have improved the Measures and Metrics over time; these have led to a draft definition of sustainable design that we’re discussing at Convention this year. We have a terrific crop of 2006 winners… check them out at www.aiatopten.org. 

Relationships with Allied Organizations: We know that the sustainability challenge is one that can only be met when architects work closely with many other professionals, governments, and communities; COTE is committed to maintaining these relationships and is proud that so many COTE members are also active in allied groups. 

Greening Initiatives: We are working with AIA national staff and local COTEs to offer green AIA meetings, including at the national conventions. At the request of AIA, COTE has produced two scopes of work: a potential energy and environmental audit of the AIA headquarters building as well as a comprehensive retrofit of the national building to make it a showcase of architecture and sustainable design.

Ecological Literacy in Architecture Education: We are committed to developing competent, knowledgeable, and practice-based graduates to continue the journey to sustainability. Ecology and Design a new COTE report for the Tides Foundation on the state of ecological literacy in American architecture education, is due out soon.

Advocacy: COTE continues to work with the AIA Government Affairs group on sustainability-related legislation. We applaud the efforts of the many state and local chapters who are making great strides with legislation and policy across the country.

Communications: Thinking regionally and locally is an important part of this effort. We are in communication with dozens of active COTE members all over the country through our regional team leaders and the 50 COTE chapter chairs. There are more than 7,600 members of COTE, and we stay in touch via a quarterly electronic newsletter and the COTE web site. We visit in person at COTE Open Forums at the national AIA conferences (see you in Los Angeles in June!) and the U.S. Green Building Council’s annual Greenbuild Expo (see you in Denver in November!).

COTE would love to know about what your chapters are planning for AIA150. We know that there are lots of exciting projects going on around the country, and many of the AIA150 projects involve sustainability themes. We can help you showcase those efforts; please let us know what you are up to!

COTE is represented on the AIA Sustainability Task Group. The group’s function is to make recommendations for a strategy enabling the profession to meet the challenges of sustainability (including climate change http://www.aia.org/SiteObjects/files/architectsandclimatechange.pdf and more) as outlined in the AIA Position Statement (attached). They will address regional, community, and building design as well as education, research, and advocacy. The group was selected to broadly represent AIA Board and knowledge communities. Objectives and strategies will be presented to the AIA Board in September 2006.

Certificate of Authorization Renewal Deadline Passes

The June 30 deadline to renew firm Certificate of Authorizations has passed. Firms who did not renew by the deadline are operating in violation of Ohio law. Nearly every architecture firm is required to obtain a Certificate of Authorization from the Board: the only exemptions are for unincorporated sole proprietors and firms legally practicing in the State of Ohio prior to November 15, 1982, or chartered in the state prior to August 7, 1943. 

Firms are also required to register to do business in the state with the Ohio Secretary of State, and a copy of the registration/certificate must be supplied to the Board. 

There is a 45 day grace period for renewing the Certificate of Authorization, which ends on August 14. After that date, a new application must be filed. The Board can fine architecture firms that conduct business without a valid Certificate of Authorization. For a renewal form or an application for a new Certificate of Authorization, visit the Board’s website at www.arc.ohio.gov.

Ohio Board votes in favor of ARE Concurrent with IDP

At the NCARB Annual Meeting in Cincinnati, June 21-24, the Ohio Board voted in favor of NCARB Resolution 06-12, “Model Law Amendment—ARE Timing” 
The resolution changes the NCARB Model Law to allow the ARE to be taken concurrently with IDP. Implementation will occur after the 2007 NCARB Annual meeting, when it has been determined if any portions of IDP should be completed prior to starting the ARE and if all of IDP must be completed before certain sections of the ARE can be taken. There are currently nine states where the ARE can be taken concurrently with IDP; Ohio’s Board is considering the matter.

Board revokes three architect licenses
